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September 29, 1920 – February 8, 1945

Robert Rice Brewer was born in Birmingham, Alabama on 29 September 1920, the second son of Frank G. Brewer and Nina B. Rice.

Several months after graduating from Auburn University with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Business Administration, Robert joined the U.S. Army.

As a Staff Sergeant with the 508th Parachute Infantry Regiment (of the 82nd Airborne), he jumped over Normandy on D-Day 1944 and was captured on Day Three. He later died of wounds in a German POW camp on 8 February 1945.

Robert was very athletic, loved young people, served with the Boy Scouts and as a lifeguard at summer camps in the Birmingham area.

His name is on the Wall of the Missing at the Netherlands American Cemetery and Memorial in Margraten, Netherlands. He was awarded a Bronze Star and a Purple Heart.
