SUBJECT: 2008 Florida Wing National Check Pilot Standardization Course 

On 25-26 OCTOBER 2008, Florida Wing will be conducting the annual National Check Pilot Standardization Course at the FAA National Resource Center at Lakeland Linder Regional Airport, Lakeland, Florida. (KLAL) 

FLWG Check Pilots are no longer required to attend every three years and will comply with the four year duration required by NHQ.

FLWG applicants for the position of Check Pilot or Mission Check Pilot who wish to attend this course and who are not on current Wing pilot authorizations must meet the following requirements:
A. Have been an active CAP Instructor Pilot, (have logged a minimum of 100 hours of dual instruction given: CFI Check Pilot applicants ONLY), and be on the pilot authorization list, for a minimum of one (1) year prior to the school. In exceptional circumstances, and on a case by case basis, the Wing DOV may grant an applicant a waiver to this requirement.

An applicant must have a current Form 5 instructor/check pilot check ride with their recommending check pilot examiner prior to attending the course. Details to be provided by attachment.

B. Have a thorough knowledge of CAPR 60-1, applicable supplements, and be current and qualified as per CAPR 60-1. Mission Check Pilot applicants must be have a thorough knowledge of CAPR 60-1, CAPR 60-3, applicable supplements, and be current and qualified as per CAPR 60-1. 
C. Check Pilot and Mission Check Pilot applicants must be recommended for the school by the Chief Check Pilot (DOV) for his/her Group. This recommendation must be done in writing or email to the Wing DOV and in conjunction with the pre-approval check ride required above. In the event there is no Chief Check Pilot assigned to a Group, the applicant may include a letter with their application to the Wing DOV outlining their qualifications and the reasons why they feel they should be selected for the school and arrange a check ride with an alternate check pilot examiner.  
Candidates from outside of Florida must be current and qualified and be recommended by their Wing Stan/Eval Officer. This recommendation should be made by mail or email to the Florida Wing DOV.

Priority for the limited number of student slots will be made in the following order: 1. Current FLWG Check Pilots and Mission Check Pilots who are due to expire; 2. New applicants from FLWG; 3. Applicants from other Wings.
Ferrying of FLWG corporate aircraft needed for the school will be funded. Only the aircraft authorized by the FLWG Operations section will be funded. Additionally, the aircraft must have sufficient time remaining on all inspections to fly to, during and return from the school. Florida Wing applicants will bring aircraft information files to Lakeland which includes current entries proving airworthy status.

Members staying overnight should make reservations with the Lakeland Holiday Inn South at 863-646-5731. Members need to advise them they are with CAP and ask for the government rate. Reservations MUST be made by 30 September 2008 at the latest. After this date, rooms are not guaranteed to be available.
All candidates should submit their application after their qualifying check ride to the FLWG Wing DOV using a CAP Form 17. FLWG applicants must also include a current FLWG Form 12. Please make sure your email address and primary phone number is legible. There is a $10.00 fee to cover all administrative costs of the course. This fee will be collected with your application and will be returned if you are not accepted. 
Applications must be received no later than 15 SEPT 2008. Any application received after this date will not be accepted and will be returned to the sender without action. Mail them to:
